TUITION INFORMATION

Please read this page carefully.
Quality parochial schools are enormously expensive; it is essential that tuition is paid in a timely, responsible manner. (Most families do, and we are grateful for that.) Paid tuitions are part of the St. Bernadette budget, and no substantial funds are set aside to make up for unpaid tuition. 

TUITION
The tuition for one child of a participating parish family will be $2,760.00. A reduction will be given for a second and third child. NO FAMILY WILL PAY FOR MORE THAN THREE CHILDREN.
Use the following table to determine the tuition you will owe. YOUR TUITION COMMITMENT FORM WILL BE SENT FROM THE PARISH OFFICE IF YOUR REGISTRATION IS ACCEPTED.

PARISH TUITION ASSISTANCE
	The difference in tuition between Out of Parish and Participating Parishioner is part of the assistance St. Bernadette Parish offers to participating parishioners. The money is distributed equally, regardless of need, based only on the number of children from each family. The Participating Parishioner and Service policies can be read on the parish web page under “Student Handbook”. They will be included with the Tuition Commitment Form. Please check with the parish office to substantiate your Participating Parishioner status. Families can apply at the parish or school office for additional financial aid through the Private School Aid Service (PSAS). The form is also available on the school web site under Registration. Applications are due by March 16.

	Members of other parishes: Please request a Parish Affiliation Verification form and submit that form to your pastor to determine the amount of aid you will receive from your home parish.

PAYMENT PLANS
We are offering several payment plans in keeping with current financial practices, to ease the financial burden on our families and to simplify tuition processing. The tuition will be reduced by $100.00 if you choose “payment in full”. If you choose ten monthly payments, it must be done through Tuition Management Systems (TMS). If you choose one or two payments and default, your account will be turned over to TMS.

If your registration is accepted, check the plan which is best for your family (check only one):

	___Two payments: one-half by July 15, 2010, balance by December 1, 2010

	___Ten monthly payments (TMS) from July 1, 2010 to April 1, 2011
